Why does my Advanced Options dialog say ON and OFF
after every option?
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Because Windows thinks a screenreader is running.

If a screenreader is running, then the Advanced Options dialog will add “ON” and “OFF” to
the end of each checkbox item so the screenreader program can read the state to a blind user.
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
